General Business:

Item 1:

Glenn Rushton asked about the reasons for having two state titles.  It was explained that a proposal was put forward to hold 2 tournaments, 2010 Queensland Championships and 2011 State Titles.  This proposal was carried unanimously at the last meeting, and will be taken to the board by the Trainer’s Representative.

Item 2:

All Coaches are encouraged to send their email address to Mark Wilson.  The meeting minutes can then be forwarded and this will also enable better communication between clubs.

Item 3:

Robert de Lange suggested that once boxers have been on a national/international trip during the year, they should be exempt from other trips.

Glenn Rushton suggested that the importance of trips should be considered, i.e. more experienced boxers should be on the more important trips (to raise the profile of Qld & Australian boxing).

Craig Belsham suggested that more coaches should also be given the opportunity to go on trips.

Also on the topic of trips, Robert de Lange raised the issue of coaches drinking on trips. 

Proposal put forward by Rob de Lange:  zero tolerance on alcohol when coaches are responsible for boxers at tournament and on trips.

Proposal was seconded by Glenn Rushton and carried unanimously.

Item 4:

Stephen Ng advised that the white paint was coming off the Sting gloves.  Was concerned about safety as the paint was getting into boxers’ eyes.  

Mark Wilson advised he would talk to Alan Nicolson Snr about the issue.

Item 5:

Damien O’Mara asked about gaining access to training videos from the AIS for novice coaches.

Mark Wilson advised that training DVDs can be purchased from him for $20.  More DVDs have been ordered and it will be posted on the Boxing Qld website when they are available.

Item 6:

Alan Nicolson asked whether strapping tape can now be used on boxer’s hands.

Mark Wilson advised he will check with Boxing Aus.

Item 7:

Pat McLeod asked about running a training camp for coaches.

Gareth Williams advised that coaches can attend training camps with their boxers.

Mark Wilson asked coaches to email him expressions of interest in a training camp for coaches.

Item 8:

Ross Bigwood suggested that juniors should be excluded from the Golden Gloves (GG).

A suggestion was made to split the tournament:  Silver Gloves for novice boxers, and Golden Gloves for experienced boxers.

Gareth Williams suggested that nominations should be made for the GG (at least 2 weeks in advance) to save time with match up, etc.
Many concerns were raised about the GG.  The appropriateness of the venue, the cost of the tournament (that 3 day or family passes were not offered), and also that people were told they were not allowed to take photos at the event.

Suggestions were made that there should be a new venue, or that the tournament should be run more professionally.  

Proposal put forward by Mike Foley:  all of the above mentioned concerns and suggestions about the GG should be taken to the board.

Proposal was seconded by Gareth Williams and carried unanimously.

Item 9:

Glenn Rushton suggested that the draw for tournaments be immediately uploaded to the Boxing Qld website.  Also that the results of bouts be updated on the website in real time.  The purpose of this is to allow coaches, boxers and supporters to keep up to date with progress via the website.  It was also suggested that this would increase interest in boxing, with more people accessing the Boxing Qld website.

Proposal put forward by Glenn Rushton:  take this suggestion to the board.

Proposal was seconded by Gareth Williams and carried unanimously.

Item 10:
Mike Foley suggested that there should be more input from coaches to help out the R/J’s with judging at tournaments.

Bronwen de Lange advised she would contact Terry Kidd to find out the date of the next R/J training.
